No limit on
the price of the item. Members price their own item, with the price tags given to them by the guild
which use the code for designating who the item belongs to. List all items on this entry form. Turn it
in ahead of time to Carole Gardner, or on Wed., Aug. 22, at the church. A receipt will be made, at
the time of sale, to double check.
